Also:
Monster blob/ink blot painting: 
Fold a large piece of paper in half and unfold. Put a blob of paint in the centre of the page. Fold the page over along the fold line and smooth the paint around inside the page. Be careful not to smooth the paint too close to the edges so it oozes out! 
When wet, you can stick on body shapes eg eyes, mouth etc. Or you can wait until it’s dry and glue or draw them on. You can give the monster a name, or say something about them. An example is here:
